2. Memorize Psalm 1. Yes, all of it, 6 verses. You may recite it to me orally or write it out from memory. Either is fine. 10 points




                      
3. Memorize the Four Spiritual Laws, a simple summary of the basic good news about Jesus Christ, explaining what a Christian is and how to become one. Get a sheet from Mr. Boswell and then when ready recite it orally or write it out from memory. 5 points.              
4. Watch an episode of “Intervention.” Write a half page summary of what it was about, and a half page reaction to it. This show is on A & E channel, on Comcast, on Comcast on demand, or can be viewed on hulu.com on a computer. It is an hour long documentary show which follows a person wrestling with some problem (alcohol, gambling, drugs, etc.) and how friends & family try to “intervene” and help.  Students may do one episode per quarter for extra credit. 10 points. 

5. Do a 1-2 page report on a subject relevant to your class, approved by Mr. Boswell. It need not be typed, foot noted or fancy, but is worth between 2 and 10 points depending on the length, quality and effort. Do NOT merely cut and paste, or just copy material and change a couple words. I tend to notice this and give you a referral. Take notes and then write up your report. 

6. Follow up on some item of discussion in class. Find an answer to some question that arises, and report back to the class orally or in writing.  These opportunities are given by Mr. Boswell on the spot, and sometimes suggested by students. The extra credit points depend upon the difficulty of finding the answer, the size of the report, and how well the report is done. Between 1 and 10 points. 

7. Give me the words to a song you think it would be good for our class to hear. The must be typed or printed out. Also give me a you tube search term that will lead me directly to the song on you tube to hear it, or give me a cd with the song so I can load it onto my computer. No flash drives. If you can email it as an attachment, that is also ok. Finally, you must give me a good paragraph telling me what you think the message of the song is and why it will be good for our class to hear.  5 points.
8. When there is a canned food drive at school, check with Mr. Boswell. You can often get 5 points extra credit for bringing in a certain number of cans to donate. See Mr. Boswell about this. 

*** 9. On the weekly verse quizzes you may get extra credit by also writing out other verses that are on the same quarter’s verse list (that all students get). No limit, only what you can get written in the brief quiz time. If some week we had two different verses, and you want to use those for extra credit, you must include both to get the extra credit. Note that these extra credit points go into the test grades, so if you have trouble testing this is a great place to improve your score. Also note that if you memorize a verse well you can then use it week after week for extra credit every time. Note: This item is not limit on points, & is NOT part of the 30 point extra credit total limit.
10. 2-3 minute devotional talk at the beginning of a class period. Tell us, in a well organized and thoughtful talk, about a Scripture verse or passage that you think is important. Tell us why, and how it can apply to our lives in practical ways. 

11. Other  --- Mr. Boswell may post other items on the board  or you may suggest things. Who knows, he may approve them.
